At the start and end of each shift staff (or if operators rotate vehicles throughout the day) shall wipe down/clean all commonly touched mobile equipment surfaces with available disinfectant wipes, disinfectant sprays/hand towels (for applicable products please see reference below from Health Canada). 

· This includes but is not limited to the steering wheel, various radio controls, arm rests, dashboard, seat belt latches, charging cables, clip boards, pens, various push buttons / dial controls, laptop, seat adjustment, gear shift, steering column, hood release levers, brake release button, doors, handles, mirrors, master switch 


· The seatbelt straps should not be sprayed directly with cleaning and disinfecting products. Instead spray the paper towel and wipe down the seatbelt strap.


· Staff shall ensure that any accumulated garbage is removed from the mobile equipment they were operating before the end of their shift and disposed of.

· Wash hands with soap and water or use alcohol-based hand sanitizer after this procedure

Please ensure you review the Safety Data Sheet (SDS) or read and follow manufacturer's instructions for safe use of cleaning and disinfection products (e.g. wear gloves, use in well-ventilated area, and allow enough contact time for disinfectant to kill germs based on the product being used) for each product prior to use.
